While we
loved every minute of it, too often we forgot how
blessed WE WERE to be able to share it. The
music started and we squared up. I danced a
LOT with these ladies this weekend and I was
blessed more than them. I loved being part of
that smile on their face. (It is odd for me to think
of me "blessing them”, I know). They wanted to

dance. They wanted to share those 10 minutes
with somebody. One of the great things about
dancing is that we have to concentrate on the
caller so for those 10 minutes, you aren't
thinking of anything else. All your worries
melt away. You're just dancing. They weren't
looking for life partners or even romance, just
a dance. Just that 10 minutes of joy. It was so
fun being part of it. Kathy is learning the
quy's part so that I can do better about danc-
ing with as many ladies as I can. It blesses me
more than I ever knew. If you are blessed to
have your partner with you, remember it is a
BLESSING. If you do not, come see me in a
square. I'd love to dance with you. If you know
somebody that’s alone, invite them to share life
with you.
